Concerts are held during the summer on Wednesday evenings from 6–8 p.m. in either Triangle Park or in Lions Park. Attendees bring chairs, blankets and picnic baskets to enjoy free live music all summer long. The average attendance in 2019 was around 300 people. The annual Starwood reunion is always a hit, with over 800 concertgoers.
